


HAMBUJER ACRES: There is a subdivision for sale outside

of Hoscommon, Michigan, called Hambujer Acres. This is a
120 acre piece of ground which was platted by Ephraim
Hambujer in 1879 and apparently it still is being developed,
1. See the data from the map and also refer to a copy of
the map of this addition. This material was sent to me

by genealogist Mary Duncan. Note the names Hambujer Fair
Grounds, Anna Avenue, and Hambujer Avenue.

2. Librarian Lois Barnes in Roscommon stated that the name
Hambujer does not appear in any index in the library.

Je Printer-journalist Dan Fishel in Roscommon, head of the
local historical society, does not know the name Hambu jer
except for a subdivision near town that is for sale unde=-
veloped,

4.Bob Miller, surveyor, in Roscommon states that 800

people live in Roscommon village, 17,000 in the county, re-
ferred me to the owner of Hambujer Acres.

5« The owner is Crozier Rutlege: of Troy, Miche. Ph: 313=649-
5778. He has owned the land for 10 years. He created 97
building sites: out offour 25=-foot lots each which is 50 acres
of building sites. The streets are still layed out as: on
the original platte. This is th oldest recorded platte in
the state of Michigan according to the attorney general's
office in the capitol, Lansing,Michigan. A copy of the or=-
iginal papers can be obtained from that office.

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. INTRODUCTION
EPHRAIM HAMBUJER

Ephraim is pronounced &'freum or e'frum ac&ording to
the Random House Dictionary.. It means "very fruitful"
in Hebrew.

If the name Hambujer was originally Hamburger, it is
possible that his parents were citizens of the city
Hamburg about the year 1800 when all Jews were required
to adapt last names, Hamburg 1s a city on the Elbe River
in Germany, in the northwestern part of the country near
the Netherlands. Hamburg was in the Kingdom of Hanover
until 1866 when Hanover became part of Prussia. Ref.:
Historlcal Atlas; C.S. Hammond Co. The name Hambujer 1is.
pronounced Hambyuljer.

What follows is the biography of a remarkable man;

he was a very successful professional magiclan, a land
speculator, and an inventor with more than 33 patents to his
credit, He was father to 11 children, all of them
upstanding and successful in their own right. He lived

from 1826 in Prussia, to 1850-1859 in England, then
emigrated to New York, then Detroit, then Chicago, and

died in 1913 at the age of 86. The following are the
photographs, blography, documents, patents, and famlly
groups he left,
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CHAPTER 1

WHAT WAS GREAT GRANDPA'S NAME?

The earliest record of his name ils in the testimonial
book which my mother Sylvlia Grayson gave to me and which her
mother Estella Mandelbaum gave to Sylvia. Ephraim Hambujer
gave the book to Stella. Stelle was his eleventh child. The
book contains the autographs and complimentary words of the
sponsors of Ephraim's performances of magic from'1850 to 1858
in Germany and in England. In most of the notes, he was referred to
as Professor Edward Hamburger and occasionally as Hamburgher
or Hamburgh. (See samples of these testimonials in appendix.)

His children probably knew his name as Ephralim Hambujer
inasmuch as the grandchildren Eugene Henry, Bernice Beck,
Sylvia Grayson, and Anna Leah Lans all stated that his name
was Ephraim Hambujer. Further, Bernice carefully points out
that the name i1s pronounced not Hamboojer, but Hambyujer,
His marriage certificate of 1865 says Ephraim Hambujer, mbst
of the city directory listings in Detroit and in Chicago use
the name Hambujer, and all the 33 patents 1 have recovered
use that name as far back as 1864,

However, the name is not that simple, for his gravestone,
which I have photographed, says Anna and Ephraim HAMBURG. It
is notable that hls son Lewis, who used the name Hamburg, was
his undertaker and probably was the one who ordered the gravestone,
Lewls no doubt released the information to the Chlcago Tribune
for the two obltuaries which used the name Ephraim Hamburg also.

It is peculiar, therefore, that his wife was listed as
"Annie6HambuJer" on her death certificate and in her obituary
in 189 *

The most reliable name, one might think, would be the
name on his Naturalization application and Oath (see copy in
appendix.) I find two of his signatures on these documents and
five other uses of his name written in apparently a clerk's
handwriting. The last name as written by the clerk looks llke
these: 1. Hamburger 2. Hambuger 3. Hambuger 4, Hambuger
5, Hambujer., The two signatures by Ephraim himself definltely
end with "ER" and seem to start with "HAM", but I cannot be
certain whether it 1s Hamburger or Hambujer. Anyway, it certailnly
is not HAMBURG.

In regard to the first name, you will find this spelled
EPHRAIM on his patents, and EPHRIAM on his death certificate,
Ephraim is the correct spelling, since 1t is the only spelling
for this name used in the Encylclopedia Brittanlica, for example:
"EPHRAIM, the stronger of the two tribes into whlch the house of
Joseph was divided." (Ref.: V.- 8; p. 646,)

Summary: 4 out of 5 sources 1list his birth as 1824-1826, The 5th
source is an obituary which has the glaring error in it that grants
him civil war service which has been disproven. I believe the

age must be one of the other 4 sources. The 2 most reliable

are thy 1880 and 1900 census, which were possibly answered by Ephraim
himself, Furthermore, his age was listed as 53 in 1880 and 73 in
1900, which tends to corroborate the accuracy of both census. If

we assumethat because October is mentioned in the 1900 census,

that therefore the Oct. 1st in the discredited obituary #2 might

be accurate, then perhaps Oct. 18t was his birthday.

CONCLUSION: Ephraim Hambujer (Hamburg, Hamburger, Hamburgher) was
probably born 1 Oct. 1826.

2. He was age 39 when he married Annie Darmstadter.

3, He was age 55 when he had his 11th and last child, Stella,
4, He was age 86 years and 8 months when he died.

Inferences: Morris was the eldest child of Ephraim, was born 5on
6 years before Louils, his mother unknown, but possibly

the same Cella as was the mofher of Iouis, In 1852, Ephraim
lived in England, probably le ft Germany about the bpzinning
of the year 1852; therefore, Morris was probably born in
England. The youngest child of Ephraim (and Anna) was born

in 1881, 29 years after the birth of Morris..,.a remarkable
spread of years between youngest and eldest. In spite of this,
Ephraim was 26 years old at the time of his firstborn, He was
55 years o0ld when Stella was born, and Anna was 43. Thus

Stella was born to parents old enough to be her grandparents;
more than a generation passed between the birth of her brother
Merris and her birth, (Based on the 1826 birth date of Ephraim.)
The 3 children of lMorrls and Jennie were: Anna, BEugeng (Billy
Robinson on stage), and Sophle, Sophle dled young. Eugene
Hamburg was named after Ephraim's brother (Rerl.: Eugene

Henry). Eugen€éHamburg married lst Mae, 2nd Sophie, her step-
sister, Mae (May) & her little brother died in the Chicago

flu epidemic the same day (19177); he was 1@, Sophie was dtr,
of Mr._ Welsbhurg; May was dtr, Hr.

to Ephraim Hambujer. Note that in 1870 he listed
himself as Abraham Hamburger in the Detrolt City
Directory at 192 Congress street, This is the same
address gilven by Ephraim Hambujer the year previously
in . the 1869 City Directory. Perhaps he had such

a pronounced accent that clerks could not always spell
properly what he said.

This was in contra=-
distinotion to the cabalistic art, or conjuring , wherein people
were deceived and their superstitions promoted. He explained many
of his tricks and slieght of hand feats and gave lectures on magic
and the deceptions practiced by his competitors, the conjurors.

His shows were a half hour long or more and were so popular that

he was recalled two and three times to various schools over a period
of several years, being applauded more each time, His performances

tended to dispel popular superstitiens about magio and sorcerors,
